ue to the success of Parent Portal, 

(a program that allows parents to 

track their childrenôs progress 

online) a similar service is now available 

to students. The new program, called 

Student Portal, is a companion program 

to Parent Portal that has many of the 

same features, but is designed specifi-

cally for students. Both tools are run by 

Infinite Campus, a system currently used 

by Sleepy Hollow teachers to keep track 

of attendance, assignments, grades and 

schedules. The launch of Parent Portal 

last year allowed Sleepy Hollow parents 

to monitor studentsô progress online, 

with access to many of the components 

of Infinite Campus, including attendance 

and grades. Though most parents re-

sponded positively to the new opportu-

nity, many students were not happy to 

hear about the new service. The prospect 

of parents constantly checking and 

monitoring their grades only created 

extra stress for many students. Student 

Portal is the solution to this problem. 

         Student Portal allows students to be 

accountable for their work, while pro-

moting independence rather than anxi-

ety. Using their own usernames and 

passwords, students can access Student 

Portal whenever they choose, allowing 

them to keep track of assignments and 

grades. Parent Portal continues to  be 

available, but now students have the 

ability to monitor their grades and moti-

vate themselves, rather than be con-

fronted by angry parents. As senior John 

Sampaio reflected, ñThe fact that we 

[are] able to check it without our parents 

means that we can be responsible for 

ourselves.ò Students have the chance to 

see how theyôre doing ahead of time, 

and figure out where to study harder to 

pick up their grades. Junior Ian Kelley 

expressed optimism about this possibil-

ity. ñIf I could go on and see my grades, 

they might actually get better!ò Senior 

Sean Kirkpatrick has similar hopes. ñI 

[can] see what I have to do to improve 

my grades,ò he explained. 

          Student Portal is part of the new 

wave of technology that has become an 

essential part 

of classes at 

Sleepy Hol-

low. Smart 

boards have 

replaced white 

boards, and 

attendance and 

grading func-

tions have been moved to the computer-

ized Infinite Campus system. As of this 

fall, some students are even doing their 

physics and chemistry homework online 

using technology called WebAssign. 

Many teachers are dropping traditional 

techniques for faster, more efficient 

methods of communication. Student 

Portal is just the latest step in the transi-

tion toward technology-supported edu-

cation. Students seem to approve. Fresh-

man Jojo Thayer observed, ñItôs kind of 

troublesome to go to teachers and ask.ò 

Student Portal provides instant feedback. 

As teachers input infor-

mation, it immediately 

becomes available to 

students online.  

          Not all students are enthusiastic 

about Student Portal. Freshman Tomas 

Correa admitted, ñI doubt that Iôm going 

to be checking it that much.ò Whether or 

not all students plan to use Student Por-

tal, the technology is available to every-

one. Some students will likely take ad-

vantage of the program to a greater ex-

tent than others. Hopefully, the advan-

tages of Student Portal will bring some 

security to all types of students at Sleepy 

Hollow. As Junior Brian Koffler put it, 

ñItôll be nice to know itôs there.ò 
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òT

With the Student Portal, students 

now have the ability to monitor their 

grades and motivate themselves. 
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          Juniors at Sleepy Hollow High 

School took the PACT test on Wednes-

day, November 17. This was the first 

time that the PACT test was adminis-

tered to students at Sleepy Hollow, and it 

may not be the last. 

         The PACT 

exam serves as a 

practice for the 

ACT exam, a ma-

jor standardized 

test used for col-

lege admissions. 

The ACT exam is 

designed to be just 

as rigorous as the 

SAT. However, 

the ACT is made 

up of a more varied subject matter and 

provides sections compromised not only 

of English and math, but of science and 

history as well. Before taking the prac-

tice exam, Sleepy Hollow English 

teacher Mrs. Rosenwasser explained to 

her students, that the exam is formatted 

to benefit the ñwell-rounded student.ò 

         A major benefit of taking the 

PACT and ACT exams is that the test is 

given with no penalties or disadvantages 

to test takers. As opposed to the system 

of SAT testing, (in which scores are 

electronically submitted to the College 

Board website where universities can 

easily view the potential studentsô scores 

whether the student makes the decision 

to submit them or not) the ACT assess-

ment is run through a separate associa-

tion, which does not allow prospective 

colleges to view a 

studentôs score. 

         This new 

practice exam is 

one that will cer-

tainly open a few 

new doors for 

both juniors who 

had the chance to 

take the test this 

month, and for 

juniors in coming 

years who will inevitably have the same 

opportunity. More and more colleges are 

seeing ACTs submitted in place of SAT 

exams, which may give a number of 

students at Sleepy Hollow even better 

chances of being accepted into schools. 

This new addition to the college process 

is one that will surely allow a greater 

number of students to excel in areas that 

they prefer. It will undoubtedly be insti-

tutionalized as an important part of 

Sleepy Hollowôs college admittance 

process.
