Team Structure

2 teams per grade level with half the grade’s students.

« Each Middle School team is comprised of 1 or 2 ELA teachers,
1 Math, 1 Science, and 1 Social Studies (Social Studies teachers
are on 7t and 8t grade teams only)

« Students have classes with and participate in activities with fellow
team members and team teachers.

Guidance and Support Services

Counselors support the academic and social growth of all
students.

Counselors work on many adolescent issues such as
improving student attendance, bullying prevention, and
character education.

Support services also include reading lab, math lab, after
school homework help, and ESL Center.
